Course Description:  This course introduces students to post-secondary studies in English by exploring 
developments in literature and language in and over time. Students will have opportunities to study particular 
themes and compare different genres. 

 

Expected Learning Outcomes: 

After taking this course you will be equipped to: 
1. Examine language with care. 

The literalization assignments in this class are designed to help you look closely at how language works and learn how 
to interpret it. Looking closely at language will aid you in reading and discussing literature perceptively and it will also 
prepare you to examine and revise your own writing. 

2. Write clear and persuasive academic essays.  
Whatever your writing ability when you enter this class, one of your main goals is to improve your writing significantly 
over the course of the semester. We will focus on how to write for an academic audience because that is what you will 
be doing in every paper you write at university, but the skills you gain will improve your ability to communicate in other 
contexts as well. 

3. Understand major literary genres, concepts, and terms. 
This class focuses on poetry, short fiction, and drama. We will explore these genres using a range of concepts and 
terms. 

4. Consider the purpose of literature in society, as an art form and as a topic of study. 
What is literature for? Why create it? Why study it? These are questions we will be returning to throughout the class.

To understand a poem, you must first identify its plain, literal meaning. To that end, you will write four sonnet literalizations—
translation assignments where you take the figurative language of poetry and restate it in logical prose.  

I will distribute a sample literalization and explain the nature of these assignments in detail on the second day of class (January 8).  

Essays – 10%, 20%, 25%  

Essays will allow you to develop your writing ability as you practice writing three different types of essays: comparison (1000 words; 
10%), analysis (1500 words; 20%), and research (1500 words; 25%).
