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Course Description 
 

Run as a seminar, this course serves as an occasion for graduating students to integrate and consolidate their literary 
training. A variety of methodological, theoretical, and practical questions that animate the discipline of English will be 
addressed throughout the course.  The research paper forms the core of the capstone, for at some 7500 plus words the 
paper serves as the equivalent of an honours thesis at the baccalaureate level. 

 
Expected Learning Outcomes 
 

1. Students will read texts, articles, and literary theory critically 
2. Students will master leading class discussions, after learning key ideas, particularly the ideas’ strengths, 

weaknesses, consequences, tensions, and applications.  
3. As the culmination of their experiences in the English program, students will write a final paper, “What is 

English?”

An appeal for change of final grade must be submitted to the 
Registrar’s Office in writing and providing the basis for appeal within 
30 days of receiving notification of the final grade, providing the basis 
for appeal. A review fee of $50.00 must accompany the appeal. If the 
appeal is sustained, the fee will be refunded.
